NEWS 2WORLD

London, UK - There is no more NEWS or Tae WORLD. The venerable 168-year old newspa-
per went out of business 3 weeks ago over a scandal involving tapping the cell phones
of celebrities and dead people. The scandal has had no effect on respectable newspa-
pers across the Sea, such as THE IRISH TIMES, The CHrisTIAN SciENCE MoniToRr, Or the

come the Serpent; and Ursa Major, the Great
Bear, becomes the Starry Plough.

In the Morning Sky, in the East, you can
see O'Ryan, the Hunter.

Also unknown are ancient Druidic astro-
logical beliefs, if any. However we can
predict with absolute certainty that if you
were born today, then you are too young to
read this.

We are hoping that some long dead druid,
who was a master of these arts, will be re-
incarnated and enlighten us.
